Regular Meeting 

February 14, 2007
The meeting was called to order by President Keith Hoelting at 8:13 p.m.  Other members present Secretary Jeanie Birkenfeld, Patti Kern, Ricky Backus, and Rodney Schulte.  Also present were Superintendent Keith Langfitt, Secondary Principal Clay Richerson, and Elementary Principal Deb Clinton.  Absent was Vice-President Dwayne Kleman and Judy Kleman.  The prayer was led by Ricky, the pledge by Rodney, and the mission was read by Jeanie.

Principal Clinton stated that the student numbers are at 110 with a 98.2% attendance rate.  She also stated that the TAKS test is Tuesday, February 20.  

Principal Richerson stated that the student numbers have not changed with a 97.8% attendance rate.  Activities that are happening are stock shows and basketball games.  

Superintendent Langfitt presented the current bills, a state payment report, a bank reconciliation report, a tax collection report, and a school board election cost report.  He spoke about attendance stating that extra-curricular absences are being monitored closely and stated that our current policy allows 20 total days for extra-curricular absences and we might consider changing it.  He also discussed student transportation stating that we need a policy dealing with students transporting students.  He discussed the Campus Improvement Plans and said they are working on rewriting them.  

The Consent Agenda consisted of minutes from the January meeting.  Ricky made a motion and  Rodney seconded it to .  The motion passed unanimously 5-0. 
Rodney made a motion and Patti seconded it to continue disclosure with First Southwest.  The motion passed unanimously 5-0.

Ricky made a motion and Rodney seconded it to call a school board election for May 12, 2007.  The motion passed unanimously 5-0. 

Rodney made a motion and Ricky seconded it to allow Superintendent Langfitt the discretion to move the Bad Weather days from March 1 and March 8 to a later date.  The motion passed unanimously 5-0. 

Jeanie made a motion and Ricky seconded it to extend an offer of an 11-month Multi-Year Term Certified Administrator’s Contract based on Superintendent Langfitt’s recommendation to Deborah J. Clinton, at an annual salary of $54,600.  The motion passed unanimously 5-0. 

Jeanie made a motion and Patti seconded it to adjourn.  The motion passed unanimously 5-0.
