Regular Meeting 

March 14, 2007
The meeting was called to order by President Keith Hoelting at 8:03 p.m.  Other members present Secretary Jeanie Birkenfeld, Patti Kern, Ricky Backus, and Rodney Schulte.  Also present were Superintendent Keith Langfitt, Secondary Principal Clay Richerson, and Elementary Principal Deb Clinton and Coaches Amy Huseman, Brenda Schulte and Zach Boxell and students Berry Clinton, Dustin Schulte, Troy Ramaekers, Brady Schulte, Bradley Schulte, Matt Birkenfeld, Heidi Ramaekers, Lacey Acker, Jennifer Acker, Candace Birkenfeld, and Macee Schulte.  Absent was Vice-President Dwayne Kleman and Judy Kleman.  The prayer was led by Rodney, the pledge by Ricky, and the mission was read by Patti.

Supt. Langfitt recognized the senior members of the Swift and Swiftette basketball teams that just won the Class A Division II state championship.  Jeanie Birkenfeld, on behalf of the board, congratulated them and wished them success for the remainder of the year.  Keith Hoelting thanked all of them for representing Nazareth well both on and off the court.  Coach Huseman stated that Nazareth had 3 members, Heidi, Lacey, and Caitlin Huseman, make the State All-tournament girls team and Coach Boxell stated that Dustin and Taylor Schulte made the State All-tournament boys team.  He also announced the boys all-district team and Heidi announced the girls all-district team.  The coaches and students exited the meeting at 8:15 p.m.
Ricky made a motion and Rodney seconded it to accept the recommendation of Supt. Langfitt to offer a one-year term contract to the following teachers:  Heather Birkenfeld, Darrin Gilley, Nikki Wethington, Cynthia Huseman, Nicole Schulte, Darlene Fetsch, Melissa Kleman, Sara Hunter, Shery Dameron, Darren Hefley, Rita Huckert-Schulte, Stacy Gerber, and Brenda Schulte.  The motion passed unanimously 5-0.

Patti made a motion and Rodney seconded it to accept the recommendation of Supt. Langfitt to offer a one-year multi-assignment term contract to Amy Huseman, Zach Boxell, Angela Hochstein, and Ricky Peacock.  The motion passed unanimously 5-0.

Rodney made a motion and Ricky seconded it to accept the recommendation of Supt. Langfitt to offer a one-year probationary contract to Wendy Young and Irwin Fincher.  The motion passed unanimously 5-0.

Patti made a motion and Ricky seconded it to accept the recommendation of Supt. Langfitt to offer a one-year probationary multi-assignment contract to Matthew Bellah.  The motion passed unanimously 5-0.

Principal Clinton gave the Elementary Principal’s Report that included student numbers of 110, the Third and Fifth Grade TAKS results of 94% and 92% respectively.  Principal Richerson gave the Secondary Principal’s Report that included student numbers of 128 with a 97% attendance rating.  He also talked about student extra-curricular absences.  He stated that the UIL District Academic meet in March 22 and announced that there are several other events coming soon.
Mrs. Clinton and Mr. Richerson exited the meeting at 8:33 p.m.

Supt. Langfitt presented the Superintendent Report that included that he recently attended an investment training that is mandated bi-annually, a copy of the current bills, a Bank Reconciliation Report, a WADA report, and a historical audit report.  He also spoke of the news story that KFDA ran yesterday about NISD’s financial report.   
The Consent Agenda consisted of minutes of the February meeting and donations from the following people:  Rex & Vera Ramaekers - $150, Ricky & Zenita Rowland - $100, JC Pohlmeier - $300, Agro Distribution - $700, and Cluck Farms - $600.  Jeanie made a motion and Ricky seconded it to approve the Consent Agenda.  The motion passed unanimously 5-0.

Supt. Langfitt announced that the only two people who signed up to run for the BOE were the two incumbents, Keith Hoelting and Patti Kern.  Ricky made a motion and Rodney seconded it to cancel the Board of Education election.  The motion passed unanimously 5-0.

Mr. Richerson sent a letter stating that the Tech Modules course was accidentally omitted from the handbook as being an Advanced Weighted class.  Ricky made a motion and Rodney seconded it to accept Principal Richerson’s recommendation to allow Tech Modules to be an Advanced Weighted class.  The motion passed unanimously 5-0.
Ricky made a motion and Patti seconded it to approve the recommendation of Supt. Langfitt to change the policy concerning extra-curricular absences.  The motion passed unanimously 5-0.
Jeanie made a motion and Rodney seconded it to accept the 2007-2008 school calendar as presented.  The motion passed unanimously 5-0.

Jeanie made a motion and Ricky seconded it to apply for waiver days so that the students may start school two days late and the teachers have two extra staff development days.  The motion passed unanimously 5-0.

Jeanie made a motion and Patti seconded it to adjourn.  The motion passed unanimously 5-0.
