Regular Meeting 

April 11, 2007
The meeting was called to order by President Keith Hoelting at 8:08 p.m.  Other members present were Vice-President Dwayne Kleman, Secretary Jeanie Birkenfeld, Patti Kern, Judy Kleman, Ricky Backus, and Rodney Schulte.  Also present were Superintendent Keith Langfitt,  Elementary Principal Deb Clinton and Darrin Gilley and students Tyler Cornett, Karis Kleman, Kenley Kleman, and Kelby Myrick.  The prayer was led by Keith L., the pledge by Patti, and the mission was read by Jeanie.

Mr. Gilley introduced his students telling that they are on a livestock judging team that has participated in several contests and will compete in district this Saturday.  He also stated that Tyler Cornett and Mackenzie Standlee received a $10,000 scholarship from the San Antonio Stock Show and Karis Kleman received a $2500 scholarship from the Fort Worth Stock Show.  Mr. Gilley announced that the Nazareth students received about $160,000 in sales and scholarship.
Mr. Gilley and students exited the meeting at 8:21 p.m.

Principal Clinton presented the Elementary Principal Report stating the student numbers at 108 with a 97.1 % attendance rate.  The upcoming events included testing dates, Home and School meeting and first grade field trip.
Supt. Langfitt presented the Secondary Principal Report stating the student numbers at 127 with a 97.2% attendance rate.  He gave a list of upcoming events with many activities.  
Supt. Langfitt presented the Superintendent Report which included the current bills, a budget update with the current bank reconciliation, and an update on the legislative session.  He also reported on a technology conference for Mr. Mess stating that New Deal ISD will pay for the conference and in exchange we allow Mr. Mess to work the number of days for equivalent salary for New Deal.  Mr. Langfitt asked permission for him and Mrs. Clinton to attend the TASSP Conference.  He also presented a “wish list” for future references.  He spoke about putting NISD policy online.  He presented a report on gate receipts for athletic events for the year and a report on transfer students.  He also gave a personnel update.  
The Board entered executive session at 9:20 p.m. under Texas Government Code Section 551.074 to discuss personnel.

The Board exited executive session at 9:43 p.m.

The Consent Agenda consisted of Minutes from the March meeting.  Dwayne made a motion and  Ricky seconded it to approve the Consent Agenda.  The motion passed unanimously.
Supt. Langfitt presented a Disaster Plan and it was discussed.

Dwayne made a motion and Ricky seconded it to continue the Pre-kindergarten tuition rate at $50 per month.  The motion passed unanimously.

Ricky made a motion and Dwayne seconded it to accept the Textbook list as presented.  The motion passed unanimously.

Ricky made a motion and Dwayne seconded it to approve the Transfer Student List and continue with the $150 per semester transfer fee.  The motion passed unanimously.

We set a staff appreciation breakfast for Monday, May 14, 2007.

Rodney made a motion and Judy seconded it to adjourn.  The motion passed unanimously.
